A. Introduction to Philosophy is a new clective social studies course being offered to sophomores, juniors and
seniors in the spring semester of the 2009-2010 school year. This course will provide student with the
opportunity to actively engage in critical thinking on a daily basis. Using classic and modern western
philosophy, students will analyze a wide variety of questions and ideas that apply to all dimensions of life and
a wide vareily of academic dsciplines. Possible avenues of exploration include: what is real? what is the
purpose of life? what is justice? what is beauty? what determines the boundaties of human knowledge? In the
pursuit of this knowledge, students will need to engage in research and active group seminars. This course will
support the current trend in Jericho to teach our students skills that will cxtend beyond the academic classroom
including logical reasoning, analytical questioning and rational argumentation.

Since this is a new course and a pew method of instruction (Socratic Method) to this district, there is no set
curriculum or primary sources designed {or use in this course. The objective of this R & D is to develop a
Scope and Sequence of topics Lo be covered, create abrid ged primary sources with accompanying Socratic
questions and outline how Socratic questioning and seminars can be used successfully in the current Jericho
model of forty-minute classes. In addition, although the debate courses currently offered are not a pre-requisite,
a similar student profile will probably join this class and the content will provide a natural expansion of the
political philsophy that is usually the focus i the debate courses.

B. The elements of this Researcli and Development project will include:
1. Creation of a detailed Scope and Sequence of the Introduction (o Philosophy course (5 days)
2. Rescarch and "abridging" of primary source materials (2 days)
3. Development of Socratic questions for all sources and generic rubric for seminar (2 days)
